 (1) These Rules may be called the Mizoram Local Administration
Department (Group ‘A’ posts) Recruitment (Amendment) Rules, 2014.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the
Official Gazette.

In the Principal Rules, entries under column 3, 4, & 12 of the Annexure in
respect to the post of Joint Director, the following shall be substituted as follows:

(i) Column 2 - No. of post: 2(two) or as may be sanctioned from
time to time.

(ii) Column 4 - Pay Band and Grade Pay/Scale of Pay: PB-3
`15600-39100+`7600/-

(iii) Column 12 - Promotion: From Deputy Director having not less
than 5(five) years regular service in the grade.
Deputation : From Junior Administrative Grade
(JAG) of MCS.

(iv) Column 14 - Circumstances in which MPSC is to be consulted
in making recruitment
